Meet Grace She's a 4 year old dachshund who came to Tiny Paws a month after an in
that resulted in paralyzed hind quarters because of lack of treatm@&irty Paws wants to give
Grace every chance for a full recovery, but we need your help to do that.

One in four dachshunds will have an issue with their back in their lifetime. Treatment is ei
surgery within 48 hours of injury, or more conservative treatment of 8 weeks of crate rest
steroids. Grace received neither with her original ownetdnderstandably, not everyone can
afford the costly surgery; however, Grace did not receive the necessary crate rest and was
lowed to drag herself aroundGrace is currently paralyzed in the hindquarters and inconti-
nent.

Due to the delay in treatment, and additional damage to the discs caused by

continuing to drag her paralyzed hindquarters, Grace now has a longer and much more diffi-

cult path to possibly walking agai&he is now on crate rest and medication, and she is also
